Abraham P. Bos

Abraham P. Bos is a Professor of Ancient and Patristic philosophy at
the Vrije Universiteit, Department of Philosophy in Amsterdam and
since 2013 an Honorary Fellow of the Interdisciplinary Centre for
Aristotle Studies, A.U.Th. His special fields of study include Aristotle,
Christian faith, Greek philosophy and Gnosticism. He has focused his
research on the philosophical theology of Plato and Aristotle. A second
topic regards the influence of Plato and Aristotle on Philo of Alexandria,
the early Church Fathers, and the Gnostics (Basilides of Alexandria). During the last ten years
most attention was given to Aristotle. In collaboration with prof. G. Reale (Milan, Italy) he published
a commentary on the treatise On the Cosmos (De Mundo), in which they defended its authenticity
and its importance for the study of Aristotle. A more recent project is the writing of a commentary
on the On the Life-Bearing Spirit (De Spiritu) that has been handed down as part of the Corpus
Aristotelicum. In a new translation of that writing with introduction and commentary that has been
prepared in collaboration with dr. R. Ferwerda they defend the thesis that its author is Aristotle
himself. His new book entitled Aristotle on God’s Life-Generating Power and on Pneuma as Its Vehicle
was published by SUNY PRESS (Albany NY) in 2017.

James G. Lennox

James G. Lennox (born in 1948) is a Professor of History and Philosophy
of Science at the University of Pittsburgh (U.S.A.). His areas of research in-
clude Ancient Greek philosophy, Science and Medicine, and Charles Dar-
win. He is a leader in the study of Aristotelian science in light of his ground-
breaking work on Aristotle’s biology and philosophy of biology. In par-
ticular, Lennox’s work in the 1980s catalyzed a renewed interest in Aristot-
le’s biology. His work on teleology in the history of biology, particularly in
the thought of Charles Darwin, has also been influential. He has served as
the Director of the Center for Philosophy of Science of the University of Pittsburgh (1997-2005) and
the Program Committee Chair for the International Society for the History of Philosophy of Science.
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He is a Member of the Scientific Committee of the Interdisciplinary Centre for Aristotle Studies,
A.U.Th. He has also served on the editorial board of the History of Philosophy Quarterly and Phi-
losophy of Science, among other journals. Fellowships include a Senior Fellowship at the Istituto di
Studi Avanzati in Bologna and a Visiting Fellowship at the University of Cambridge, where he is a
Life Member of Clare Hall. He was the Dyason Lecturer at the University of Brisbane in 2009. He
received the Biggs Resident Scholar award in 2010 and grants from the NEH and the NSF.

Evanghelos A. Moutsopoulos was born in Athens in 1930. He has been a
Professor at Aristotle University of Thessaloniki and at the National and
Kapodistrian University of Athens, where in 1977 he was elected as Rec-
tor. Since 1984 he is a Member of the Academy of Athens. He is also an
Honorary Fellow of the Interdisciplinary Centre for Aristotle Studies,
A.U.Th. He has been a Visiting Professor in many foreign Universities
and Research Centers of international prestige. Furthermore, he is an
Honorary Member or a Correspondent Member of many national and
international Academies and Philosophical Societies. Evanghelos Moutsopoulos’ research in Sys-
tematic Philosophy and History of Philosophy has led him to the establishment of the new philo-
sophical field Kairology (he is internationally known as the “philosopher of kairicity”), and the re-

newal of the meaning of the following philosophical fields: Philosophy of Art, Philosophy of Greek
Culture, History of Modern Greek Philosophy and Philosophy of Cosmic Space. He has also a sig-
nificant contribution in the Philosophy of Music. Evanghelos Moutsopoulos created the Corpus
Philosophorum Graecorum Recentiorum (CPGR), as the Chairperson of the Foundation for Re-
search and Publications of Modern Greek Philosophy. He founded and, for more than thirty years,
has been directing the international philosophical journal Diotima. Furthermore, since 1984 he is
the supervisor of the journal Philosophy, a journal that operates as the Yearbook of the Research
Centre for Greek Philosophy of the Academy of Athens. Evanghelos Moutsopoulos, author of phil-
osophical works of 60 volumes and of about 400 articles in the fields of Ontology, Axiology, Aes-
thetics, Philosophy of History and History of Philosophy, has been contributing creatively to Phi-
losophy and Culture for more than half a century.

Christof Rapp studied philosophy, ancient Greek, logic and philosophy of sci-
ence in Tiibingen and Munich. From 2001 to 2009, he held the Chair for Ancient
and Contemporary Philosophy at the Humboldt-University in Berlin and, since
2009, he has been holding the Chair for Ancient Philosophy and Rhetoric at
Ludwig-Maximilians-Universitdt in Munich. From 2001 to 2004, Professor Rapp
headed the German Ancient Philosophy Society (Gesellschaft fiir antike Philoso-
phie). He was co-director of the TOPOI excellence cluster from 2007 to 2009
and the founding director of the Graduate School of Ancient Philosophy in
Berlin. Since 2009 he is the academic director of the Center for Advanced
Studies (CAS). Christof Rapp is the author of many books and articles. Some of his numerous pub-
lications are the following: Identitit, Persistenz und Substantialitit.

Theodore (Dory) Scaltsas holds the Chair of Ancient Philosophy in the Phi-
losophy Department of the University of Edinburgh. He is an Honorary Fel-
low of the Interdisciplinary Centre for Aristotle Studies, A.U.Th. He studied
philosophy and mathematics at Duke (B.S.) and at Brandeis (M.A.), and
metaphysics for his doctoral work at Oxford (D.Phil.), where he wrote his
 thesis on Aristotle’s Theory of Substance, supervised by John Ackrill and Pe-
ter Strawson. Dory’s first appointment was at New College, Oxford, as Lec-
turer in Philosophy (1980-84). He then joined the University of Edinburgh,
where he now holds the Chair of Ancient Philosophy. He has held Research
Fellowships at various Universities: Harvard University (1987-8), Princeton University (1989),
University of Sydney (1991), Dartmouth College (1993), Scuola Normale Superiore, Pisa (2000),
University of Cyprus (2005). He directs the Project Archelogos, a research project for the creation
of an argument-database, using a new methodology for the analysis into arguments of Plato’s and

Aristotle’s philosophical texts. Project Archelogos enjoys wide international collaboration and re-
ceived the Henry Ford Foundation Award for the Preservation of European Culture in 1997. The
Project is also being used for undergraduate and postgraduate teaching in Britain and abroad. He has
also initiated a centre on Argument Visualisation — computers are used to graphically represent the
structure and conceptual relations between theses and/or arguments.
